Allama Mailisi has stated that the best prayer during
these nights is to seek forgiveness and seek ones
wishes for this world and the hereafter and recite as
much salwaat as possible.

Take a Ghusl preferably near sunset time so that
maghrib prayers can be said in a state of purity.

Recite two Rakats of Namaz, in every Rakat recite
Sura-al-Hamd, and Sure lkhlaas seven times. After
finishing the prayer recite 70 times: "Astagfirullaah
Rabbi Wa atoobu elaihi " i.e., "l seek pardon from
God and ask for penitence from Him". It is reported
from the Prophet (pbuh) that by the time the reciter
will rise from his place Allah (swt) will have forgiven
him and his parents.

Remember your sins & seek forgiveness. Recite
Munajat e Taebeen , Dua Tauba (repentance) &
Dua Kumayl

The Holy Qur'an should be opened and placed in
front, then one should recite:
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"Alaahumma inni asaloka be kitaabekal munzale
Wa maa feeh, wa feehismokal akbaro wa
asmaakal husnaa, wa maa yokhaato Wa yurjaa an
tajalani min otaqaaeka minanNaar”

After this you may beg from Allah swt whatever you want.
